	1. Briefly describe the field experience. What did you learn about technology facilitation and leadership from completing this field experience?
     Throughout this field experience, I worked closely with my ESOL students on their portfolio.  The unit we were adding to the portfolio was on sentence structures.  Observing them working and constructing their own sentences gave me a new perspective on what it is like to be attending school that is not taught in your native language. By helping them, I will be able to address certain questions and teach the content in a clearer way. I also learned that technology projects are easier for the student and teacher when there are small formative assessments along the way rather than having one large formative assessment.

    This portfolio project gave the students an opportunity to synthesize the content they were learning in class while they learned about website design. The students loved to personalize their website. Because of the personalization aspect, students felt more connected to the project. It also helped me learn how to troubleshoot with students. Often, students would just click out of their browser without publishing their content. I had to make sure that the students were following each procedure precisely or they would lose their work. This project helped me see how to integrate the content standards with the NET-S and the PSC standards about teaching, learning, and assessing.


	3. Describe how this field experience impacted school improvement, faculty development or student learning at your school. How can the impact be assessed?
  This project sparked interest with the other Language Arts classes and motivated students to come into school early and stay late in order to complete their assignments. Throughout this, they learned how to hyperlink and write for a global audience. It also reminded me that not all students are ready for this sort of experience with technology, and they may not have anyone at home to help them complete their work. This forced me to remediate and even place some students on a PowerPoint portfolio.
